JHBG’s Children’s Halloween Parade Marks 28“‘ Year

n Wednesday, October 31, thousands of participants are

expected at the Jackson Heights Beautification Group’s

annual Children’s Halloween Parade. Set to kick off at

5 p.m. from 89th Street and 37th Avenue, the parade

will proceed to 76th Street, where dozens of volunteers
will distribute more than 3,200 goodie bags to the children.

New York City's largest such event specifically for children,
the parade regularly includes over a dozen local schools, as well
as marching bands.

Participants in past years have included P.S. 69, P.S. 89,
P.S.148, PS. 149, PS. 212, P.S. 222, PS. 228, P.S. 280, I.S. 230,
82nd Street Academics, Garden School, Lexington School for
the Deaf, The Renaissance Charter School, St. Joan of Arc,
JHELC, Performing Arts of Conservatory of
New York, and Brownie Troop #4545.

Financial supporters, along with JHBG,
include local merchants, individuals and
organizations.

Very much a neighborhood event, the
parade would be impossible without the efforts
of local volunteers. On Tuesday, October 30,
dozens of volunteers will be packing the goodie
bags. The bags, a feature unique to the JHBG
parade, depend on the support of additional
groups, including Dime Savings Bank, which provides the bags

themselves, and organizations such as
Queens West Kiwanis, the Newtown H.S.
Key Club, and the St. Joan of Arc Holy Name
Society, which help distribute them.

Keeping everything safe, as always, will be
the dedicated officers of the 115th Precinct, as
well as other officers from around the city.

JHBG Leads Historic District Expansion Effort
As Development Pressures Increase

he campaign to expand the Jackson Heights Historic

District took a big step forward this summer, even as

development pressure continued to grow.

More than 600 signed postcards urging the New York

City Landmarks Preservation Commission to expand the
district were collected and prepared for mailing by the beginning
of August. The postcard effort is designed to convince the
Commission to consider an eight-year-old application by the
Jackson Heights Beautification Group to extend the district
west toward 69th Street and east toward 91st Street.

t may be a minority opinion, but | hate the summer. Heat and humidity equal torpor -
and torture — for me, but that first snap of fall air brings me alive again, ready for new
beginnings, celebration and action.

And all are definitely on the agenda for Jackson Heights this fall.

Want to start things? JHBG's two gardening programs — Tree LC and Clean and
Green — will be going strong through Thanksgiving, and our efforts to expand the Historic
District will be intensifying with a new video and vigorous public meeting schedule.

Want to celebrate? JHBG's Children’s Halloween Parade will be turning 37th Avenue
into a family-friendly festival for the 28th consecutive year. And it's just the topper for
Jackson Heights' annual roster of summer and fall parades, continuing this month and
next with Hispanic, Dominican and Bolivian events.

Want to act? The easiest and most important way is to vote. We have two
opportunities to cast our ballots this fall — in the state primaries on Thursday,
September 13, and the general election on Tuesday, November 6. JHBG has already
been a co-sponsor for a debate in June and will be doing it again on September 6. In
a neighborhood where
everyone has a passionate
opinion on just about
everything, our level of
participation in this vital
area has been, frankly,
pathetic. Just 14% of
eligible voters cast ballots
in the federal primary
in June. This would be
alarming in any area, but in
Jackson Heights it's both
puzzling and frightening.

This issue of Views From
The Heights highlights all
of the above, while taking
a look at some of the other
signature JHBG programs, including Coffee with the Principal, now in its second year; JH-
CREW, our neighborhood dog run; Graffiti Busters, turning 25 this year; and the Jackson
Heights Orchestra, our own professional ensemble.

It also focuses on some of the many other things that make Jackson Heights truly
special: Diversity Plaza, now refurbished and ready for exciting new programming; the
unique Momo Crawl, showcasing Himalayan food and culture for the eighth year; and the
Queens STEM Girls Conference, exposing fourth- to eighth-grade girls to the wonders of
science, technology, engineering and math. We are also continuing to cover the arts, with
alook at Griffins’ Tales: Stories from Jackson Heights, a fascinating text, art and history
project, and, this being Jackson Heights, taking time out for food, with a profile of The
Queensboro, just one of the many new restaurants in the area. And we're going back to
our regular neighborhood guides with a survey of the many political clubs open to area
residents.

resident — and booster — of Jackson Heights. We welcome Rommel as we bid a reluctant
farewell to Lynn Cole, his wonderful predecessor. At the same time, we invite all of you to
join us at Views — we always need more writers, production assistants and distributors.

his year marks JHBG's 30th
anniversary. For 30 years, JHBG
has been cleaning graffiti,
combating rats, picking up trash,
planting flowers and building
community, but we can only do this
with the community's support.

The latest development proposals include residential
construction on the site of the Sterling Bank at 73rd Street
and Broadway, and at 96th Street and Northern Boulevard, as
well as a large building to include a public school on the site of
Pacific Market at 75th Street and Broadway. These come on top
of seven other residential buildings, ranging five to 13 stories,
under construction in and around Jackson Heights.

Expansion of the 25-year-old historic district would protect

attending meetings with the City Planning
Commission, Community Boards 3 and 4,
Community Education Council 30 and the
Landmarks Preservation Commission.
We are ever expanding: this year we
held a series of community bike rides
and bike safety events, co-hosted three
outdoor movie screenings, and organized
a number of forums on local educational
issues, as well as establishing a series of
open “Coffee with the Principal” events at

our local schools. We do this in an effort to
build a supportive community for all. If you
have a project, plan or even just an idea to
make the neighborhood better, contact us
at info@jhbg.org and we will see how we
can work together to get it done.

My main project during my past 10
years of volunteering with JHBG has been
working on improving 69th Street, the
entrance to Jackson Heights. Each year,
JHBG takes another section and tries to
clean and green the area. We started with
the dog run, going on to establish the
composting center, and then a series of
garden areas.

While the dumping along the Jackson
Heights side of the BQE has been reduced,
there is still a severe litter problem. On the
east side of the BQE there are still issues
with dumping, homeless encampments
and litter. These conditions have allowed
the rat population to explode, so JHBG
has been working to keep the area clean.
Each day, a JHBG volunteer collects the
trash around the BQE and puts it in green
trash bags for collection. JHBG has also
installed metal, rat-resistant trash cans
and mesh fencing to keep trash from
blowing behind fencing where it is difficult
to clean. In addition, this year we have been
working with Breaking Ground, a homeless
outreach organization, to deal with the
homeless population living around the BQE.
Beyond that, we have engaged with our
city and state representatives to improve
the conditions around the BQE. We ask
you to join us in advocating for daily street
sweeping and trash collection daily along
69th Street, as well as changing the parking
direction along 69th Street to discourage
people from cleaning out their cars and
dumping. We have also put up signs asking
people to not litter. Our goal is to turn 69th
Street into a garden entrance into our
garden community. With the help of our
neighbors we can make a real difference.

much of the 11372 zip code as it was developed by the Queensboro
Corporation beginning more than 100 years ago. That plan resulted
in a neighborhood that now is among New York City's densest but,
because of ample front and rear gardens, does not feel crowded
compared to neighborhoods of similar and even lower density.
In fact, only two zip codes outside of Manhattan — both in the
Bronx — have a greater population density than the 11372 zip code,
according to analysis of 2017 U.S. Census Data contained in the
Simply Analytics data base available at the New York Public Library.
This fall we expect to expand the campaign, with intensified
outreach to local elected officials and a series of public meetings
including a presentation before Community Board 3. Aiding in

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TreeLC: Curbside

any people tell us they've seen
the change along 37th Avenue
this summer: more plants in
bloom, fewer weeds and less
litter in dozens of curbside tree
gardens. 2018 marked several major steps
forward for a greener Jackson Heights,
topped off with a merchant outreach
program to involve this important sector of
our community in maintaining the gardens.

JHBG's TreeLC volunteers visited
stores up and down the avenue, handing
out flyers with tips on cleaning and
watering the gardens. We are supporting
the merchants with signs that encourage
passersby to appreciate the gardens and
to avoid littering, while also crediting
specific merchants who look after these
jewel boxes. These are mini-habitats
whose plants are visited by bees,
butterflies and other beneficial insects.
Meanwhile, beneath the surface, is soil
that's alive with earthworms, pill bugs
and other critters.

This year JHBG had three more tree
guards installed: in front of the storefronts
for Arepa Lady, Original American Chicken
and the Downtown Natural Market. More
than 15 additional tree guards were
planted through the efforts of Council
member Daniel Dromm, along 37th
Avenue in front of the renovated Bruson
Building and down 75th Street, where
JHBG has been planting and caring for
several tree gardens since last fall.

Without these sturdy tree guards,
the gardens and trees won't survive.

A seemingly innocent human action —
footsteps — poses a major hazard to tree
health. Repeated footsteps compact soil

A Big Beautiful Garden
Blooms in the Center of
Jackson Heights

ackson Heights was not built in a day, and neither was
JHBG's new 900-square foot garden in the center of our
neighborhood.
Planning for the Post Office garden began three years
ago, but the shrubs that form the garden's back row were
planted in fall 2017 and flowering perennials went in this May.
The gardenis a project of JHBG's TreeLC program, which created
and is caring for approximately 50 curbside gardens along 37th
Avenue, from 74th Street to 87th Street, as well as on 75th Street.
We considered many plants for this project, but in working
with New York City Department of Parks landscape architect and
neighbor, Grace Tang (who volunteered her services), we focused on:

* Plants that will provide close to four seasons’ interest, as well
as a variety of colors and shapes.

% Shrubs and long-lived perennials, so we don’t need to replant
every year, including natives and drought-resistant species to
the extent possible.

* Plants that will attract beneficial insects, such as bees and
butterflies, especially butterfly weed and milkweed, the only
plant on which monarch butterflies will lay their eggs.

As for fragrance, we have several Russian Sage plants in the
garden, which have an amazing scent — something that our TreeLC
volunteers have delighted in as they weed and clean the garden.

We will continue to do some fine-tuning of the garden. For
instance, having the nursery replace 20 Black-Eyed Susan

around trees into a concrete-like
surface, sealing off roots from
essential water and oxygen.

This effort would not be
possible without the efforts of our
regular volunteers, Kathy Smith,
Erika Custer, Ed Walters, Priiti Patel,
Julia Kinsey, Marlon Moncrieffe,
Jennifer Lantzas, Meredith Faltin,
Barbara Monteiro, Lucas Paul, and
Felicia Simion, as well as another
30 or so occasional volunteers.

Conference Introduces Girls to STEM Careers

reated to help girls discover the worlds of Science,
Technology, Engineering and Math, the 2nd Annual
Queens STEM Girls Conference returns to Jackson
Heights on Saturday, October 20.

Open to girls in grades 4 through 8, the event, running
from 9:30 a.m. to 12 p.m., will once again take place at The
Renaissance Charter School, 35-59 81st Street, partner in the
project with Queens STEM Career Women, Inc.

The brainchild of neighborhood resident, Karen Wellington,
the conference is designed to encourage girls to pursue careers
in STEM and related fields through hands-on activities and
conversations with active STEM career women.

Wellington, retired after 26 years as a high school math
teacher, had spent 10 years volunteering at a similar conference
held by the American Association of University Women in
Westchester, and thought it would be a perfect event for the girls
of Queens. Starting from scratch with a group of local friends,
including Eleanor Batchelder, Abby Drucker, Karen Heau, Be
Hopper and Anita Kishore, as well as Renaissance’s Peggy Heeney,
Wellington put together the first conference, held in May of 2017,
in less than a year, along the way incorporating the organization
with help from New York Lawyers for the Public Interest.

The first conference drew almost 50 girls and covered a range
of fields, including nutrition, plant science, climate science,
architecture and forensics. Free-flowing presentations and
discussions at tables were followed by a snack and an assembly
including topical games, a forensics presentation and a keynote
speech from Sarinya Srisakul, the first Asian-American woman
to serve as a firefighter in the New York Fire Department.

With outreach through Renaissance, other schools, Girl Scout

Jackson Heights Revealed
in Buildings and Lives

t started with our extraordinary buildings.
Several years ago, artist Linda Ganjian, a Jackson Heights
resident since 2003, received a grant from the Queens
Council on the Arts to do a study of the elaborate architectural
details of the neighborhood. Yet as she worked, she realized
that the stories of the people who lived in each building, and
beyond that the history of an area that has changed profoundly
over the past century, were equally compelling.

The result was Griffins’ Tales: Stories from Jackson Heights,

| a series of 10 artworks, which were on display this spring at Lety
| Bakery and Café (77-07 37th Avenue).

Originally slated for a more traditional setting, the exhibit landed

| atthe café after other sites had fallen through. “It turned out to be
| the perfect venue, because a lot of old timers go there and they

understand what I'm tryingto ——— —
express,’ notes Ganjian. “It's
also quite visible, and Lety
was very welcoming.”

“I love Jackson Heights,” observes the Boston native, “and |
was surprised by the history of discrimination.” In exposing that,
in alternately poignant and disturbing ways, she has worked to
create a story of endurance and change.

The sculptor, painter and graphic designer plans to continue
the project, with a larger exhibition and perhaps a book in the
future. “In this first section, | was talking to neighbors and
acquaintances, which limited the narrative a bit. In the next phase,
| plan to reach out more to immigrants and people of color.”

To deepen the story, Ganjian has also been working with
the Queens Memory Project, a program created by the Queens
Library in collaboration with Queens College to compile
accounts and images of life in the borough. In a two-way
partnership, she has been both exploring the project’s digital
archives and inviting her subjects to allow their interviews to
be included in the collection. Selections from the program are
available on its website, QueensMemory.org.

Fresh off a residency at the Massachusetts Museum of
Contemporary Art, Mass MoCA, Ganjian is about to begin a new
round of interviews.

The Queenshoro Brings Bistro Fare to the Heights

Windowed and airy, The Queenshoro offers an open kitchen and a full-length bar.

ffering “American bistro” fare
with an eclecticism reflecting the
neighborhood, The Queensboro
opened in June with a special
mission.

“We wanted to create a place where
people can come together and foster a
sense of community,” explains Michael
Fuquay, one of the Northern Boulevard
restaurant’s trio of owners. “The kind of
place that you'll want to come back to
again and again, and feel confident that
you'll see people you know.”

Styled as a “modern new American,”
Fuquay notes, the restaurant was designed
to provide a type of food and service that
the ownership team found unavailable in
Jackson Heights. “We felt a there was a
real need for a high-quality neighborhood
restaurant that you could take family to for
casual meals or special occasions.”

The three owners, all long-time
Jackson Heights residents, approached
this goal by pooling their years of
experience in the restaurant industry,
with Fuquay, whose resume includes
management stints at Manhattan'’s
Savoy, Mas Farmhouse and Balthazar,

joining with experienced restaurant
owner, Dudley Stewart, and executive
chef, Tony Liu, a veteran of such kitchens
as Lespinasse, Daniel, Tabla and Babbo.
Menus, designed to change
seasonally, are crafted to be accessible to
a wide-range of budgets and preferences,

with pastas, pizzas and burgers included
alongside salads, vegetables, snacks

and more sophisticated meat and
seafood entrees. In addition, chef Liu
has incorporated flavors that express the
variety of area tastes, such as an Indian-
inspired Spicy Popcorn Chaat appetizer
and the Thai Steak Salad entrée with
lemongrass vinaigrette. A number of
ingredients, notably fish and some
produce, are sourced from the Jackson
Heights Greenmarket, as well as from the

Long Island City rooftop farm operation,
Brooklyn Grange.

Heightening the neighborhood feel is
an almost exclusively local staff, many,
Fuquay says proudly, trained by the
owners for their first restaurant jobs.

Anchoring the airy, windowed, 110-seat
room is a full bar, with a rotating mix of
eight beers on tap, including offerings
from Queens favorites, SingleCut, Finback
and LIC Beer Project. While the kitchen
closes at 10 p.m., and 11 p.m. on Friday
and Saturday, the bar, as befits a true
neighborhood destination, stays open,
Fuquay explains, “until everyone leaves.”

Located at 80-02 Northern Boulevard,
The Queensboro is open for dinner seven
days a week, Sunday through Thursday,
5pm-10pm, Friday and Saturday, 5 pm—
11pm, and for brunch, Saturday, Sunday
and holiday Mondays, 10am-3pm. For
information, call 929-296-0038 or go to
thequeensboro.com.

Momo Crawl
Slated for
October 7th

et ready to be stuffed — and

delighted. It's time once again to

immerse yourself in the culinary and

cultural delights of Jackson Heights'

vibrant Himalayan community, all
while supporting a great cause. The 7th
Annual Momo Crawl is set for Sunday,
October 7 from1p.m.to 5 p.m.

A neighborhood original, founded by
local food authority, Jeff Orlick, the event
allows participants to sample signature
dumplings from area outlets, including
both restaurants and food carts, while
learning about Himalayan culture and
selecting the winner of this year's Golden
Momo championship belt.

The festivities begin on Diversity Plaza,
37th Road and 74th Street, where visitors
can pick up their $10 event “passport”
route guides from the Momo Crawl
booth. They can then proceed on foot
or via free trolleys to over 20 different
vendors, feasting on meat or vegetable
momos at $1 each before returning to the
start to vote on their favorites.

Previous winners have included Phayul,
Lhasa Fast Food, the Amdo Kitchen food
cart, Little Tibet and Nepali Bhanchha Ghar.

At the conclusion of last year's Crawl,
Orlick, having seen his creation go
international with a sister celebrationin
Toronto, formally ceded event operations to

Since 2012, the Crawl has hlghllghted Himalayan food and culture.

Students for a Free Tibet, an international
non-profit based in New York that works
for human rights and freedom in Tibet. The
organization has been the beneficiary of
profits from sales of the “passports.”

And Urgyen Badheytsang, Campaigns
Director for the group and main coordinator
for this year's Crawl, pledges to make it
bigger and better than ever. “Last year
there were 24 locations, many of which
have signed up again, and there will be at
least six or seven new ones,” he explains.
“In addition to the Jackson Heights
vendors, we include places in EImhurst and
Woodside, and we've gotten inquiries from
places as far away as Flushing.”

With over 1,000 momo aficionados
attending last year’s event despite a
steady downpour, Badheytsang expects
an even larger crowd, with the numbers
bolstered by the event’s inclusion
in the New York City Department of
Transportation’s “Weekend Walks”
program, which promotes events using
streets as public space.

Of equal importance to the food

will be activities, games and cultural
activities. “We want to make this as much
a cultural experience as possible,” he
notes. “The members of the organizing
committee, both Tibetan and Nepali,
are young and passionate about their
communities. We want people to be able
to immerse themselves in the culture.”

Born in Nepal to Tibetan parents,
Badheytsang moved with his family to
Canada in his teens, and worked on the
Toronto Momo Crawl before relocating
to New York in 2016, a background that
makes him uniquely qualified to weigh
in — diplomatically — on the controversy
that ensued last year when Jackson
Heights’ Nepali Bhanchha Ghar became
the first non-Tibetan winner of the
Golden Momo. “Well the seasoning is
a bit different, and Nepali momos are
sometimes in a sauce, which Tibetans
would never do, but it's really just a
matter of taste,” he insists.
