ree LC—JHBG's
greening program
along 37th Avenue—is
back this spring with
even more ambitious
plans. On Saturday, April 6, we
began cleaning and planting
more than 60 Curbside Street
Tree Gardens on the avenue
(and a few on 75th Street). To
participate, see below.

This work comes after a
hugely successful 2018. Let's
recap.

A complete overhaul of the
Jackson Heights Post Office
garden topped our list of
achievements. Our volunteers
reached out and successfully
encouraged merchants to

improve our curbside gardens.
Also, between JHBG and New
York City Parks, more than a
dozen sturdy, ornamental iron
fences were installed around
street trees, creating space for
new curbside gardens.

In November our volunteers
finished off the Post Office
work when they planted 50
spring-blooming giant allium
bulbs, a flowering onion
whose blooms resemble
gorgeous fireworks. Last
spring contractors hired by
JHBG planted 111 perennials
(for non-gardeners, they
come back every year, as will
the alliums, by the way). This

Reimagining the Internet through Neighborhood Eyes

wesome in its capabilities. Astounding
inits impact. But untrustworthy and

annoying as hell. That's today's internet.

We all sense that the awesome
and astounding internet should be
capable of addressing our neighborhood's
short- and long-term needs. But its impact
to date has been minimal. While we've
had JacksonHeightsLife.com, Facebook,
Nextdoor, and a slew of other offerings
providing piecemeal services, until recently
we've not had a neighborhood-controlled
platform capable of serving the broad scope
of needs of our residents and organizations.
We're developing JacksonHeights.nyc
to do that, to connect and support all
existing neighborhood organizations, and,
with thoughtful local input, to address a key
problem with today's internet—trust.
Two years ago, | led an effort to acquire
a city license to operate an organizing
platform—JacksonHeights.nyc—as an
organizing platform for our neighborhood's
long-term digital needs. Our first initiative
created a Wikipedia-like site to serve as a
directory of our civic and business resources
(amodern-day yellow pages), and as a
historic archive or long-term memory. Known

as a wiki, this type of site allows visitors to
add or edit content. There, neighborhood
organizations can detail their services and
provide links to their own websites—as does
JHBG. And if they don't have one, they can
create one on the wiki.

The future promises other features such
as a common neighborhood calendar, and,
aspirationally, an “idea-appraisal tool" that
will enable residents to share ideas and
voice their opinions on proposals. This tool
will provide organizing features to assist
them with follow-up on desirable projects.

This is a volunteer-led effort that succeeds
only with the participation of Jackson
Heights's residents. We need residents old
and young to share what they know about
the neighborhood on the wiki, moderators
to ensure that these postings match
neighborhood standards, and technical
types to keep the machinery running. And
importantly, we need governors to steer our
innovative venture in the right direction.

In November we had our first governors
meeting at the Renaissance Charter School.

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President’s Message ..o

ackson Heights is known

as a garden community

with tree-lined streets, six-

story brick buildings, and

two-family homes. Recent
construction of larger buildings has
raised concerns, highlighting our
need to protect and utilize our few
remaining open spaces.

Over the last 10 years, JHBG
has developed 19 different garden
spaces around Jackson Heights
that showcase the small green
spaces our community enjoys, but
when spaces are larger and can be
developed, the fight to preserve
them becomes more difficult.

The small two-family frame
houses along 71st Street by the
BQE are now next to a behemoth
14-story apartment building, nearly
complete. Two separate two-
family houses on 89th Street were
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purchased and demolished where
construction has begun on a nine-

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A Team Effort for
Verdant Median
on 34th Avenue

HBG has been actively
working in the past year
with NYC Parks on our
longest stripe of green
in Jackson Heights.
Thirty-Fourth Avenue has a
lovely greenway planted in its
middle that adds a verdant
accent to the neighborhood.
As a midway point, the
median offers a resting area
for people to stop on their
way across the wide avenue.
This design has been adopted
more recently along parts of
Northern Boulevard for safety
as well as beauty. You might
expect that for these reasons,
the median would be well
maintained by NYC Parks. But
although it was healthy and
green, some spots had been
neglected and trampled by
pedestrians. And its condition
was unfortunately under the
radar of that department
because responsibility for
its care actually falls under
a special Parks group,
called “Greenstreets” (a
partnership that began in
1996 between NYC Parks

and the NYC Department

of Transportation). Their
gardeners have a smaller
staff and limited resources to
maintain many of the city's
small, unusual spaces; but
we asked if they could do
more here on our median,
and they did listen. We found
an openness on their part to
hearing our concerns when
we met with a number of

Greenstreets staffers last year.

A plan was put in place to
work on a few blocks—79th
to 82nd Streets—that were
gardened by local volunteers
to show our good intentions.
We were able to enhance a
number of blocks by adding
new shrubs, trimmed plants
and trees, daffodil bulbs from
NYers for Parks, and assorted
other plants twice this past
year. Volunteers from JHBG,
[S145, 1S230, the Garden
School, the Towers, and St.
Mark's Church carried out
the renewal planting, using
materials from the Parks
Department and tools from
JHBG. Officers from the 115th

Come out and join us on April 13 to clean and green the median at 79th Street.

Precinct helped ensure safety
on the busy avenue.

This year we are looking
to continue improving the
median, block by block, till
all of its twenty-six blocks
are upgraded as needed. We
should see a big improvement
in the look of the entire
median later this spring with
beautiful, healthy plantings.

We appreciate the partnership
we have been able to forge
with NYC Parks, and additional
thanks go to Councilman
Dromm'’s office, which played
an instrumental role in getting
these plans in motion and in
supporting JHBG. Look for our
volunteer calls in the spring if
you want to get involved as we
can always use your help!

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Composting Locally:
Update on the City’s Organics Collection Program

or the past five years, the Jackson
Heights Beautification Group has
been supporting a composting
project called JH-SCRAPS (an
acronym for “Scraps Collection
to Revitalize the Area’s Poor Soils™).
This program has collected everything
from dried flowers to egg shells, coffee
grinds, fruits, vegetables, and garden
waste. SCRAPS began as an opportunity
for neighborhood residents who lack
garden space to divert their kitchen
refuse from the main waste stream and
instead produce useful compost for the
neighborhood'’s green areas. With JHBG's
many gardening projects, our composting
center has been useful for supporting
everything from tree care to the creation
and expansion of green spaces between
69th Street and Junction Boulevard.

But with the rollout of New York City's
municipal Organics Collection Program,
proposed under Michael Bloomberg's
administration, the future of this program
has been tentative. Now serving 3.5
million residents across the five boroughs,
the city’s efforts to compost organic
waste have been temporarily halted since

last summer by Department of Sanitation  and a reassessment of its aims, and
Commissioner Kathryn Garcia. The rates of participation are under further
city’'s program has faced some hurdles evaluation. Given this new development,

our own modest efforts to curb waste will
continue to serve a vital purpose in our
neighborhood.

Not only does JH-SCRAPS produce
compost for improving the area's
poor soils, it also supports citywide
efforts to curtail waste by reducing
and recycling household trash. Organic
waste currently makes up more than
one-third of the city’s municipal waste,
according to the city government's
latest Waste Characterization Study
(2017). The benefits of compost in the
neighborhood'’s gardens is a great reason
to contribute your scraps. And so is
reducing waste and providing models
of support for processing waste locally
in a clean and neighborhood-friendly
way. Please consider donating your food
waste—along with any slightly soiled
paper bags, coffee filters, and tea bags—
which you can bring to the
JH-SCRAPS Composting Center,
located just off 35th Avenue on
69th Street, below the train tracks.
Throughout the year, we welcome you
at SCRAPS! Don't know what to do with
planting debris or clippings from hedges
after garden cleanup this spring? Just
put them in paper or clear plastic bags
(please remove and recycle any plastic
containers or flats). Keep SCRAPS in
mind next fall, too, when it's time for
disposing of raked leaves, Halloween
pumpkins, and Thanksgiving gourds.
Bring all your organic waste on Saturdays
between 11 a.m. and 1 p.m. all year round.
We look forward to seeing you soon!

re you new to Jackson Heights, or just eager to experience

something beautiful down the street?

The hour-long concert would feature the Jackson
Heights Orchestra’s string musicians (seven violinists, two
violists, two cellists, and a bass player) in a sophisticated
program of works by Felix Mendelssohn, Frank Bridge,

Nancy Strelau, and Edvard Grieg. At a recent fundraiser for
JHBG, we had met Cari Sobolewski, who'd told us about

her enthusiastic involvement with the orchestra, and we

soon spotted her happily tuning her violin in the crossing.

Two grade schoolers, looking eager for the music to begin,
snuggled with their dad in the first pew, near the cellos and bass.
“Look at those adorable little girls,” | whispered. “Do you think
they'll enjoy it?” my husband replied doubtfully, having fathered
our two kids, known to fidget and talk in similar settings long ago.

Nuala O'Doherty of the JHBG greeted the young families,
singles, couples, seniors, and teens in the audience. Then
Patricia Glunt, the artistic director and conductor, graciously got
things underway. Her remarks introducing each composition
were insightful, humorous, and personal. It turned out she was
a friend of Nancy Strelau, the contemporary composer whose

The music soared. Each selection offered unique
pleasures for the rapt listeners, who shared an opportunity
to experience live the solemn, lilting, playful, and searching
melodies.

An Interview with Evie McKenna: New View from the Heights Podcast

Q: When did you get the idea to
produce a podcast?

A: The podcast idea came to me when |
noticed that many of the podcasts that |
listen to are made by nonprofits like JHBG.
And they seem to be comfortable telling
people that producing these segments
that listeners enjoy requires funding

with introductory commercials. We were
looking for a way at JHBG to be more
timely with some of our events, and social
media has been one answer. We have

an active Facebook page and Instagram
account along with a strong email list that
we send out big announcements on. But
there seemed to be a place for the longer
form that the newsletter handles and that,
now, the podcast can take on too, with
local stories that go beyond one or two
paragraphs of information.

Q: What type of material do you plan
to feature on the podcast?

A: We are looking for subjects that are
Jackson Heights based but have broad
appeal. One of our intentions is to show who
is behind some of the wonderful things that
happen in our neighborhood concerning the
arts, politics, history, and environment. It is
our hope that hearing about the back story
will be revealing to our listeners and that we
can continue to profile people, events, and
places that are making Jackson Heights
such a great neighborhood within NYC.

Q: What inspired the subject of your
first segment, Valentine’s Day?

A: Our first subject, George from Ultima
Florist, was a natural because he is the
florist most centrally located in the
neighborhood, near the hospital, the houses
of worship, and right smack in the middle
of our 37th Avenue shopping area. Behind
the scenes of Valentine's Day as it plays
out here in Jackson Heights felt like a good
introduction to podcasting for our group

Alfonso Quiroz, host of the first two podcasts,
also helped produce them

Q: | understand you’ve already
completed a second?

A: Yes. That podcast profiles Katha and

Don Cato who graciously took time out
from their Queens World Film Festival
programming madness to speak to us. They
are absolutely lovely as a couple, first off,
and then we feel their passion in bringing
the festival to life each year. The work

that they do locally with PS69 classes is a
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beautiful thing in and off itself, but that is
only one element of the festival (although

it is an amazing neighborhood event

along with the red-carpet treatment at the
premiere). They want to provide a conduit
for filmmakers’ works to be seen here, in
Queens, in the same way that we in Jackson
Heights want to be an inviting community
that welcomes many different cultures.

Q: What’s next? What has the
response been so far?
A: We have plans for future podcasts that
speak about changes happening soonin
Jackson Heights, focusing on people who
are based here and doing good works, as
well as things that are planned long term
for which the rewards may even be felt
by future generations. At this time, the
podcast is so new that we can't say what
the frequency will be, but we've been
encouraged by the listeners so far to keep
them coming. Suggestions are welcome
and we are still shaping the ideas, so this is
a fine time to chime in on whom or what you
might like to hear about in Jackson Heights.

New Elementary School to Open in September

the Community Education Council District 30

meeting that the Director of the new school in

Jackson Heights, PS 398, will be Erica Urena-Thus

(@Erica_Thus). The School will open this
September with three kindergarten and four pre-
kindergarten classes. The school is expected to grow
one grade per year and have its first graduating class of
fifth graders in 2025.

The entire neighborhood has been re-zoned effective
September of 2019, so as PS 398 grows, neighboring
schools PS 212, PS 228, and PS 280 will each have one
less class per year. While the new school will reduce
overcrowding, each local school is still expected to be at
or above 100% of capacity. The rezoning will not change
where students currently attend school, and siblings of
students in current elementary schools will be offered a
preference to stay at the same school as their siblings.
The new school will be zoned from Travers Park to the
BQE between 35th Avenue and Northern Blvd. The zones
for many of the other local schools were also changed to —
reduce overcrowding. A new zoning map is at right. =

PS 398 will be on the site that once housed the White
Castle corporate offices and across the street froma
bowling alley. While there will be no schoolyard, there will be
aplay area on the roof. The newly announced school director,
